SUBIJECT: Request to Decline Repurchase of Unit No. 407, Hookena at Puhi

The owners of the Unit No. 407 at Hookena at Puhi, located in Puhi at 2080 Manawalea
Street, Lihu‘e, Hawai‘i 96766, purchased a 3-bedroom, 2 bath single family attached CPR unit
on September 21, 2007 for $288,237.00. Due to a job relocation to Maui, the owners are
requesting the county allow the sale of the unit.

Attached is a Repurchase Disclosure Schedule that calculates the repurchase price at
$301,400.00. Pursuant to the Housing Agency’s affordable for sale housing prices, this price
would be affordable to households earning approximately one-hundred forty percent (140%)
of Kaua‘i’s median household income.

The Housing Agency recommends that the County not exercise its repurchase right to
buyback this property and that the Housing Agency issue the owners a one-year waiver of the
County’s repurchase right effective the date of the Council’s decision. Such waiver provides
the owner the ability to sell the unit on the open market for a one-year period. The Housing
Agency’s recommendation to decline repurchase is based on the affordability level of this unit
and that we believe our repurchase price is too close to market value.
