Attached for your consideration is a bill that appropriates $350,000.00 for the
Black Pot Park Expansion Project (land acquisition).

Aloha Council Chair Asing,

The Kaua‘i Public Land Trust (KPLT) respectfully requests to be added to the Kaua‘i County
Council February 17" agenda. We would like to seek $350,000 in funds from the County of

Kaua’i to acquire a parcel adjacent to Black Pot Park in Hanalei currently owned by Mr.
John Hodge (TMK4-5-5-001:011).

Theses additional funds will ensure that the Hodge lot is acquired for the express purpose of
expanding Black Pot Park. As you know the County has already generously earmarked
$1,850,000 from the Open Space Fund towards this purchase. In addition KPLT has secured
$800,000 in funding from the Legacy Lands Conservation Program Fund. However, these
funds will only be released if all other monies to complete the acquisition are secured. To
achieve this goal KPLT met with Mr. Hodge and was able to further reduce the price of the
sale to $3,000,000 from the original $3,300,000. This leaves only $350,000 left to secure in
order to complete the purchase, which we are requesting from the County.

Attached is a letter from Mr. Hodge confirming his decision to reduce his sales price to
$3,000,000 from $3,300,000.

SUBJECT: Request to Decline Repurchase of Unit No. 601, Hookena at Puhi

The owners of the Unit No. 601 at Hookena at Puhi, located in Puhi at 2080 Manawalea
Street, Lihu‘e, Hawai‘i 96766, purchased a 2-bedroom, 2 bath single family attached CPR unit
on August 21, 2007 for $294,175.00. Due to the family outgrowing their living space, the
owners are requesting the county allow the sale of the unit.

Attached is a Repurchase Disclosure Schedule that calculates the repurchase price at
$303,400.00. Pursuant to the Housing Agency’s affordable for sale housing prices, this price

would be affordable to households earning approximately one-hundred forty percent (140%)
of Kaua‘i’s median household income.

The Housing Agency recommends that the County not exercise its repurchase right to
buyback this property and that the Housing Agency issue the owners a one-year waiver of the
County’s repurchase right effective the date of the Council’s decision. Such waiver provides
the owner the ability to sell the unit on the open market for a one-year period. The Housing
Agency’s recommendation to decline repurchase is based on the affordability level of this unit
and that we believe our repurchase price is too close to market value.
